ConferenceHertfordshire write: 

 

The University has three locations in Hatfield. Your conference is taking place on the de Havilland Campus, 

situated at the crossroads of the A1001 and A1087 on the Hatfield Business Park (AL10 0TA). 

 

A1(M) from the north  Leave the A1(M) at Junction 4 signposted A1001. At roundabout take 3rd exit to A1001 

Hatfield and galleria. Continue on A1001 following signs to Galleria and Hertfordshire Sports Village. Bypass 

Galleria entrance, at next traffic lights make right onto A1057 St Albans and next right into Hatfield Business Park. 

The entrance to the de Havilland campus car park is immediately on your left. 

 

M1 from the north  Leave the M1 at junction 7 and take the M10 to Junction 1 (Park Street Roundabout). Take the 

A414 eastbound (signed A414 Hatfield). At the roundabout of the A1M, take the first left and follow signs for the 

A1001 Hatfield and Hatfield Business Park (IGNORE SIGN TO UNIVERSITY). At next traffic light turn left onto 

A1057 St Albans and then right into Hatfield Business Park. The entrance to the de Havilland campus car park is 

immediately on your left. 

 

CAR PARKING  

You need a parking permit to park during your event. These are provided prior to arrival at no charge. Please fill in 

your event name, tear it off and show it at the Security Gatehouse to access the car park. Place it on your dashboard 

for the remainder of your stay.
